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TUBERCULOSIS SCREENING
I. Policy

In order to ensure the safety and well-being of all guests, staff and volunteers of
121 Haven House, persons with active pulmonary tuberculosis will not be
admitted.

Therefore, proof of tuberculosis status is required as follows:

A. If there is no prior history of active pulmonary tuberculosis and no current
respiratory symptoms, a clear chest X-ray within 30 days of admission is
required.

B. If there is a history of pulmonary tuberculosis, or there are respiratory
symptoms, three negative AFB sputum smears are required. Sputum

testing should be consecutive, 24 hours apart, and within 30 days of
admission.

C. If a person should test positive for pulmonary tuberculosis, then three
negative AFB sputum smears, consecutive and 24 hours apart, will be
required after three weeks supervised dosage on the Tuberculosis
Medication Protocol as indicated by the Connecticut Department of

Health.

The Program Director reserves the right to require three negative AFB
sputum smears, as indicated in part B, of anyone applying for admission
to the program.

Il. Procedure

A. The Program Director or her designee will inform applicants of the TB
screening policy as early as possible in order to avoid any delays in
admission.

B. If there is a positive test for pulmonary TB, the referral will be given
priority when tests are negative and there is a bed opening.

C. A bed will be held for a reasonable period while waiting for negative test

results.
